Description of Courses
EL98 is a non-credit course offered in the English Orientation Program (EOP). It is the first of two courses and is offered on-campus with regular (face-to-face) tutorials. It is meant to improve the students' proficiency in English so they may enroll in the EL111 and EL112 courses. 

The course is offered according to branches' need.

EL99 is a non-credit course in the English Orientation Program (EOP). It is the second of two courses and is offered on-campus with regular (face-to-face) tutorials. It aims at improving the students' proficiency in English so they may register in the EL111 and EL112 courses.

The course is offered according to branches' need.

EL111 is a three-credit-hour course that is offered in one semester of 15 weeks. It is the first of two courses in English Communication Skills which students are required to take based upon the Placement Test's result. It aims at building the students' skills in order to communicate easily and confidently.

EL112 is a three-credit-hour course that is offered in one semester of 15 weeks. It is the second of two courses in English Communication Skills which students are required to take or skip based upon the Placement Test's result. It aims at building the students' skills so they may communicate with ease and confidence using the English language.
