Description of Courses
EL120:  English Phonetics and Linguistics
This is an introductory course which aims to:

1. Introduce students to phonetics with particular emphasis on English sounds. In this part, students learn how speech sounds are made, practiced and described. 

2. Introduce students to linguistics. In this part students learn about phonology (how significant sounds are identified); about morphology: the study of word structure, about syntax: the study of sentence structure; about semantics: the study of meaning; and about discourse: the study of utterances beyond sentence boundary.

EL121:  The Short Story & Essay Writing

This course is divided into two parts; the first part introduces the student to key literary terms and concepts through the study of the short story in English literature.  It acquaints the learner with different kinds of literary genres and key elements of the short story.  The 2nd part teaches students the skills required to produce an academic essay.  The students will also develop skills in paraphrasing & writing summaries.
A123A: An Introduction to the Humanities (I)

This course is intended to introduce the student to five disciplines in the humanities: art history, literature, history, philosophy and classical studies. The student will learn the methodology of each discipline. The course provides instruction in reading, responding to and evaluating material drawn from the five disciplines, and expressing views, orally and in writing. By the end of this course, the student would be able to recognize and use the terminology and methodology of each discipline and apply this knowledge to works in the fields studied.

A123B: An Introduction to the Humanities (II)

This course is intended to give the student an opportunity to work in depth on chosen texts from two areas in particular: 

· the neoclassical world where they will be introduced to the philosophy of Rousseau and the art of David with the French Revolution as the historical background;

· the modern world where they will study modern philosophers such as John Stuart Mill and the dramatist George Bernard Shaw with late 19th- early 20th century England as the historical background.

A210A: Approaching Literature 1: The Realist Novel & Shakespeare and the Canon

This course aims to introduce students to literature through the study of two genres: the novel and drama.  The students will study four Realist novels of the Nineteenth century and locate them in their literary and time contexts.  They will also study four representative plays of William Shakespeare, with emphasis on the canonical status of these plays and their author.

A210B: Approaching Literature II: Romantic Writings

This course aims to introduce students to literature through period studies (Romantic Writings).  The students will study a variety of literary texts, mostly poems written in English during the Romantic period: 1780 – 1830.  These texts represent works authored by male and female Romantic poets such as William Blake, William Wordsworth, John Keats, P.B. Shelley, Samuel Coleridge, Anna Laetitia Barbauld, Dorothy Wordsworth and others. 

U210ِِِA: The English Language: Past, Present and Future (I)
This course traces the development, diversity and change of the English Language. The course deals with the history of the English language, variations in phonological, grammatical and stylistic aspects and changes from everyday talk to rhetoric. It also deals with the English canon: the literary wealth of English.

U210ِِِB: The English Language: Past, Present and Future (II)
This course examines theories behind language acquisition, teaching and learning strategies, and the influence of English in the twentieth century. The course then moves into the English language and revolves around four themes: learning English, teaching English, English and technology, including global English. Varied approaches are used in this course. The learner also finds accounts on the use of English in modern means of communication.

A319A: Literature in the Modern World (I)

This is the first part of a level-3 course that introduces modern writings in English in the light of modern critical and literary theories. The course discusses a variety of texts that deal primarily with the impact of modernism and the relationship between literature and ideology. The set texts represent three genres - prose, poetry and drama - that are chronologically and thematically structured.

 

  

A319B: Literature in the Modern World (II)  

This part continues to engage students critically with texts related to such important topics as Orientalism, the End of Empire, and the relationship between literature and history. The course also studies “new writings” by authors who speak English but who live outside the UK and explores the richness and variety of these creative writings that contributed to a definition of the English literary canon. 

E300A: English Language and Literacy (I)

This course enables learners to know about the contribution of sociolinguistics to their understanding of how language, especially English, is used in a wide variety of social contexts. It also looks at the structure of different types of discourse, in spoken, written, and other types of expression. It includes parts on discourse analysis and looks at how texts can be analyzed critically and with reference to the surrounding context. 
E300B: English Language and Literacy (II) 

This course shifts attention from studying texts to the contexts where these texts are used. This shift of attention involves considerations of cultural values. It widens the scope to encompass the functions of literacy in a wider perspective, and also deals with the changes that have taken place in English usage and the role it plays all over the world. This leads to considerations associated with the various forms of  English used worldwide.

E303A:English Grammar in Context (I)

This course is about the meaning and function of English grammar in context. It describes the structure of spoken and written English and explores its function in making meaning. It also presents skills of grammatical  interpretation and evaluation to link exploration of grammatical data to context and meaning. It presents corpus-based grammatical evidence taken from Longman four broad registers: fiction, academic prose, conversation, and news.

E303B:English Grammar in Context (II)

This course draws and extends the exploration of English grammar in context as systemic functional grammar and student reference grammar. Also, it helps students understand the process of research: how research is organized, carried out and evaluated. In addition, it focuses on the practical applications of English grammar in a range of professional contexts, such as the law, translation, lexicography, and education.
