This assignment relates to Block 4 of the Course.

Question

In an essay of about 1,200 words, answer the following questions in essay form: What does Eliza consider to be her real education in George Bernard Shaw's Pygmalion? What, at the end of the play, has she learnt? Why does she say that learning to speak properly was simply "learning to dance in the fashionable way"? What does she mean by this?

Guidance

In order to adequately answer this question, you should have a comprehensive understanding of this play. You should concentrate your attention on what Shaw's message is in terms of how social change can be brought about. What has really changed in Eliza? What is important here? Is it Eliza's accent or manner of speaking? It will also be helpful to consider the actions and attitudes of Higgins and Pickering when dealing with Eliza and Eliza's reaction to these two characters. You are not to merely summarize the plot of the play. Make specific reference to dramatic incidents and parts of the dialogue in order to support your argument. Remember to document any words or ideas that are not your own.

NOTE: Evidence of consulting e-library sources will be an added asset.

The following are guidelines on plagiarism:

If you submit an assignment that contains work other than yours without acknowledging your sources, you are committing plagiarism. This might occur when:

· Using a sentence or phrase that you have come across

· Copying word-for-word directly from a text

· Paraphrasing the words from the text very closely
