Prompt: Discuss women as rebels in some of the texts you studied in the second half of the course.

Student Notes:

You will begin by identifying the role played by women or female characters in two genres of texts you studied (i.e., Achebe, Grace Nichols, Naipaul, Narayan, and Akhmatova). You may want to begin by giving a general survey of Feminism as a theory and its relation to literature and how the women characters you select fit into feminist discourse found in essays by Simon de Beauvoir, Woolf and others. The rest of your work should be an analysis of characters and why you think they pose as female rebel and why they are rebellious and how it relates to their identities. The discussion in the first section of Block 5 is helpful as it deals with the idea of redefining the canon since most of the writers above belong to New Literature. Some further research on the internet may prove helpful to guide you into areas not covered in the course materials. The aim of this TMA is test your ability in analyzing characters and relating the outcome with the topics raised above. 

A thesis statement and a proper logical presentation of ideas are necessary.

To do this TMA, you will need to do the following steps:

1. Write a thesis statement to be included in the first page of your essay.

2. Plan your essay ahead of time by writing a plan highlighting the main points you intend to cover.

3. Refer to the some excerpts of your own choice. Give a summary of what these passages say and add your own comments and interpretation.

4. Make sure your essay makes reference to at least 5 quotations from the texts upon which you can provide your own analysis and comments.

At this stage, students are expected to know how to paraphrase and synthesize the material they read using their own words as much as possible. They still have to quote and use and quotation marks in the right annotation methods they learned from their tutors. 

Using the e-library on campus: 

Students are requested to visit the e-library on campus and use it to do their TMAs properly. They are also requested to show their tutor that they used the e-library in doing the TMA.

The following are guidelines on plagiarism:

If you submit an assignment that contains work other than yours without acknowledging your sources, you are committing plagiarism. This might occur when:

· Using a sentence or phrase that you have come across

· Copying word-for-word directly from a text

· Paraphrasing the words from the text very closely

· Using text downloaded from the Internet

· Borrowing statistics or assembled fact from another person or source

· Copying or downloading figures, photographs, pictures or diagrams without acknowledging your sources

· Copying from the notes or essays of a fellow student
