1.REPORTED STATEMENTS: Reporting What Someone Said
· Consider the following examples of Direct (D) and Reported Speech (R) and notice that Direct Speech is enclosed between inverted commas.

IMPORTANT NOTE: 
· If the tense of the REPORTING VERB is in the PRESENT ( e.g. say/says), the tense in the following clause (subordinate clause ) stays the same as in the following example:
· Ali  says, “ I am driving  to Riyadh at 3 p.m.”

· Ali says that he is driving to Riyadh at 3 p.m. .
2. REPORTING VERBS
The two verbs that are commonly used for reporting statements are say and tell. Both verbs are neutral with regard to the action of reporting. Other reporting verbs ( e.g. confess), which will be discussed below are not neutral .

There is little difference in use/meaning  between the two verbs say and tell   except for the fact that we use  tell to identify the person who heard the original (direct) speaker’s  statement  ( i.e. the listener).
 Notice the difference in structure between sentences using say and those using tell:

As pointed out above, other reporting verbs such as confess, admit, announce, whisper, shout, warn, etc.  are not as neutral as say and tell. This is mainly due to the fact that in some cases the person reporting the speaker’s statement tries to interpret what the speaker has said (e.g. admit, confess, etc.)  or to explain the manner in which the statement was uttered (e.g. shout, whisper, etc.). Consider the following examples from: In Charge 1: Teacher’s Guide, p. T110:
· He confessed that he was the one who had stolen the car, but the police informed him that they had already arrested someone else. 

· Kerry whispered that she was ready to leave, but I persuaded her to stay just a little bit longer.
· At the party, Julio announced that he and Caroline were getting engaged, but we informed him that we already knew about it.

NOTES:
· With yes/no questions we use if or whether in reporting the question as in examples 1-2 in the  above table.
· With information questions  (i.e. wh-questions) we use the same question word as in the following examples.
D:  "When is your birthday?", Susan asked Mary.
R:  Susan asked Mary when her birthday was.
See also example 3 in the above table,

· Notice the change in word order as we move from direct to indirect ( reported) questions. The word order in a reported question is that of a statement . 
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
