2.    PARALLEL STRUCTURES
In both speaking and writing, structures/word groups  of equal status may be conjoined together or contrasted with each other. 
The following table shows how words and word groups of equal status can co-occur with each other in the same sentence:
	WORD (GROUP)

	EXAMPLE



	N+N
	Your son and daughter are her today.



	NP+NP
	Some of the boys and all the girls take their lunch in the college cafeteria.



	V+V
	Lilith washed   and dried the dishes.


	VP+VP
	Walking may reduce but does not eliminate cholesterol.


	Adv + Adv
	She talked to him firmly but respectfully.


	Gerund + Gerund
	I prefer reading the newspaper   to watching TV.



	Infinitive + Infinitive
	An effective way to combat sickness is to laugh regularly or to smile a lot.


Notice that word groups that are not EQUAL IN STATUS cannot be conjoined. Nor can they be contrasted. Notice the oddity of the following examples:
· * I prefer  to visit China to visiting Thailand. ( It should be: I prefer visiting China to visiting Thailand )
· * In this lab  students may watch films or listening to pronunciation drills. (It should be: In this lab students may watch films or listen to pronunciation drills)
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
