Read the presentation and the examples in your SB paying special attention to the structure and tense of the verb in the main clause and the if-clause.  Notice that the verb in the main clause is in the simple present tense, whereas in the if-clause it consists of will+V: e.g.

	If-clause (CONDITION)
	
	Main clause (RESULT)

	(1) If he works hard

(2)  If it rains tonight
	,

,
	he will pass the exam.

I will stay home.


NOTES:   

1.  The main clause may come at the beginning of the sentence in which case it is not

     followed by a comma: e.g.      

        (3)  Ali will pass the exam if he works hard.

2.  Sometimes the verb in the main clause is in the simple present.  This is true if it

     refers to something fixed or determined by rules: e.g.

                                (4)  If the player answers right, he gets the prize.

	GRAMMAR PRESENTATION (2)
	 Conditionals with unless


Read the explanation and the examples in your SB (p. 120) and notice the following:

1.  Unless means if not or except if:  e.g.

(1) a.  If             Ali      doesn't work       hard,   he will not pass the exam.

     b.  Unless                   works
The example in (b) means that the action in the main clause will not happen except if the condition in the unless- clause is met.

	GRAMMAR PRESENTATION (3)
	 More on First Conditionals


This presentation continues discussing the first conditional.  It specifically deals with the use of the modals should, can and ought to in conditional clauses.  Read the presentation and the exercises in the box.  Consider the following examples:

(1) If you study medicine, you ought to do a lot of work.

(2) If you go to Cairo, you can see the Pyramids.

Notice also that the imperative form of the verb can be used in the main clause. e.g.

(3) If you really care for me, tell me the whole truth.
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
