	 Present Perfect


You are already familiar with the present perfect tense.  If you are rather uncertain about how the present perfect is formed and used, we advise you to go back to Unit 7 in On Target 1 and to the same unit in this guide.  The present unit deals with another aspect of the present perfect, namely the use of still, already and yet with this tense.  Notice the following general rules:

	 Present Perfect & Simple Past


Another important point that you should also be aware of is the glaring difference in meaning between the present perfect and the simple past exemplified in this pair of sentences:

(1) a.  He           was                 a student at Cairo University for six years.

     b.  He           has been          a student at Cairo University for six years.   

The simple past in (1) indicates that he is no longer a student whereas the present perfect in (2) implies that he is still a student at Cairo University.
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
