When we cannot or do not want to do a task, we use one of the above constructions.  Notice that with make and have we do not use the infinitive marker to whereas we use it with the verb get.  The meanings expressed by the three constructions are as follows:

(i) have + someone + do a task (=ask or pay someone to do the task)

(ii) get + someone + to do a task (=persuade him).

(iii) make + someone + do a task (= force him).

Notice further that the passive voice is used when we want to stress the action done/to be done (e.g. I had my car fixed.)

	 Clauses of Purpose


Clauses of purpose answer the question why?  In other words, they show the purpose of the action done/to be done.  There are two types:

1. That – clauses

2. Infinitive Clause

he would visit his family.
